Drop & Go and Collect & Go
For high school students, parents are requested to enter through the main Andrews House entrance at no. 1
Vosloo Street. After entering, please turn left and go as far forward as you are able to go before dropping off
your child/children and then exit through Mills House gate at no. 5 Vosloo Street.

For prep school students, parents are requested to enter through the Saxby House entrance at no. 2 Burger
Street (on the corner of Vosloo Street) and exit through the first gate Mills House.

NB! Please do not drop your child/children off in the street or at the entrance to any of
the gates. Safety is of paramount importance for students, staff, other parents & pedestrians. Adhering to
this rule is a directive from the City Council besides it being courteous to others coming in behind you. If you
are asked to move by any one of our Andrews Academy team, please do respect their request and move to
a safer location. A fine of R300 will be levied to your account if anyone (including the
transport driver) stops to drop off or collect your child in the entrance or on the street
on a regular basis.

If you have a meeting at the school or need to park for any length of time, please enter through the main
Andrews House entrance at no. 1 Vosloo Street and turn right towards the parking area at the back of the
high school. Parking at the other locations is reserved for teachers. Baker House entrance gate is reserved for
the Principals and you are kindly requested not to stop in the Drop & Go zone next to this gate.

After 8:15, the gates will be closed and parents & visitors are reqested to enter through the main Andrews
House entrance. For Grade RR & R parents (only) who collect their child before 2pm, please enter through
the Mills House gate at no. 5 Vosloo Street where you can park, collect & leave — provided this is before the
drop & go gates have been opened for the afternoon at 13:50/55.

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General Information

1 Please ensure that your child has an Andrews Academy or Preparatory School Cap to wear outside
during break. Also pack sunblock for them (one per family is fine). Clearly mark this with their name
on it. This makes it easy for us when they misplace it. Students are not allowed to share sunblock as
it's an expensive item. The sun is very hot and to avoid them getting sunburnt, we can help them
apply it when they go out. Please also include a water bottle with them to stay hydrated.

1 As per our code of conduct, please be reminded that no cell phones or electronic devices are allowed
at school. If a student is found in transgression of this rule, the device will be confiscated, and a R250
fine will be issued for the device to have it returned. If a student needs their cell phone for travelling
purposes, the phone is to be handed in at the office in the mornings (high school only) for safe
keeping and can be collected by the student after school.

1 Please adhere to Covid regulations. Students will be screened & sanitised every morning before
school. If your child has a fever, a sore throat, or flu-like symptoms (no matter how harmless it seems
to you at the time), please do not send them to school. We had a few Covid cases at the end of last
year and we do not want any further cases at school. Please remind them to always follow the social
distancing rules and to sanitise before and after each class. We do have sanitisers in and around the
school, and they should also have their own pocket sanitiser to use at their desks.
